REGULATION
OF THE NATIONAL BROADCASTING COUNCIL
of 17 November 2014
concerning the list of major events
Under Article 20b Section 3 of the Broadcasting Act of 29 December 1992 (Journal of Laws 2001, item 43, item 226, as amended1)), the following is hereby ordered:
§ 1 The Regulation specifies the list of major events other than those listed in Article 20b Section 2 of the Broadcasting Act of 29 December 1992.
§ 2 In consideration of the degree of social interest in the events and their importance for social, economic and political life, the following events are deemed major:
1) Polish national team matches in the World and European Championships in women's and men's volleyball, including elimination matches;
2) FIVB Men's Volleyball World League competitions played in Poland;
3) the semi-finals and finals of World and European Championships in men's handball, as well as any other matches within these events in which the Polish national team takes part, including elimination matches;
4) the FIS Nordic World Ski Championships;
5) the FIS Ski Jumping World Cup;
6) the FIS Women's Cross-Country World Cup;
7) the World Championships in Athletics.
§ 3 This Regulation shall enter into force 12 months from the date of its promulgation.
